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5. Educational UCDC Program
Options The UCDC (quarter in Washington, D.C.) Program supervises and supports students who pursue
UCDC Program internships and academic study in the nation’s capital. The program is open through a competitive

application process to juniors and seniors in all majors. Students enroll for fall, winter, or spring quarter, earn
12-17 course credits, and continue to be registered as full-time students. Courses are taught by UC faculty
along with visiting faculty from the Washington, D.C. area. Applicant selection is based on academic record,
a written statement, letters of recommendation, and—if requested—a personal interview.

Students live in the UC Washington Center, together with students from all of the participating UC
campuses. This provides a social and intellectual community throughout the quarter.

Interested students in junior or senior standing with strong academic records are encouraged to apply. For
further information, contact the UCDC coordinator, 5 Merrill College, 831-459-2855, ucdc@ucsc.edu, http://
politics.ucsc.edu/ucdc/.
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
